Re. School trip to Winchester (12th – 13th March 2026) 
 

Please find below information relating to the forthcoming overnight trip to Winchester: 
 

1. Packing  
Please involve your child in the packing as they will have to re-pack at Winchester Science Museum 
on their own. Refer to the kit list for details of what they should pack. No make-up, sweets, 
chocolate, fizzy drinks, mobile phones or internet enabled devices are allowed.

 Spare clothes for the following day

 Sleeping bag

2. Day bag 
Your child should have a small day bag/ back pack and a water bottle to use for the day.  
 

3. Bedding 
You need to bring a sleeping bag and a roll-up mat.  They are welcome to bring a pillow as well if they 
wish. 
 

4. Valuables 
Any valuables (e.g. disposable cameras) should be clearly labelled with the child’s name. The children 
are not allowed to bring mobile phones or any electrical item that is internet enabled.  
 

5. Pocket Money 
They will not need to bring any money for this trip. 
 
6. Medicines 
Asthma inhalers, medicines etc. should be sent to the school office by Monday 9th March clearly 
labelled with your child’s name and the required dosage.  Any medication that is not handed in by 
Monday 9th March, or not listed on the form, may not be administered on the trip. 
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On Thursday 12th March 
 

Pupils should enter school at normal time via the front playground with their luggage, bedding and 
proceed to the hall. 
 

The children will leave school by the front door and proceed to the coach for departure at around 
12pm having had a hot lunch in school. Parents and carers can wait at the front of the school if they 
wish. 
 

Parents and carers will receive an email informing them when the school has safely reached the 
centre. 
 

On Friday 13th March  
We will return by lunchtime.  They will have a hot meal at school on this day which is included. 
 

In the meantime, please could you complete and return the ‘Dietary & Medical’ form (purple) and 
‘Consent/Emergency Contact’ form (green) to the school office at your earliest convenience.
