Each class will take part in a workshop during the day 
where they will pack their bags, leaving the Caribbean Island of Jamaica and board HMT Windrush to 
journey to post war Britain. Through drama, role play and song, they will look at the hardships and 
triumphs encountered by the Windrush generation and understand how this period in history has led 
to the vibrant, diverse and multicultural society we see today. 
 
Clothing 
To enhance the experience, we are inviting children to come to school in costume for the day. There is 
no need to purchase anything new—we have included some simple ideas on the reverse page.  
 
As the event takes place on school premises, lunch will run as normal. To cover the cost of this 
experience, we kindly request a contribution of £7, payable via the Schoolcomms online payment 
system. Although this contribution is voluntary, the event will not be able to go ahead unless all or 
most of the costs are covered by Tuesday 20th January 2026.

If you are able, you can opt to pay £10 instead of £7, with the additional £3 being treated as a donation 
towards supporting other children who may require assistance to attend the workshop.
